THE ONE-OF-A-KIND BOOK!

The Bible Is Unique In Its Writing

· It was written over a period of 1600 years.  Genesis was written around 1500 B.C.  Revelation was penned around 90 A.D.

· It was written by 40+ authors from every walk of life (Moses, a political leader trained in Egypt; Peter, a fisherman; Amos, a herdsman; Joshua, a military general; Nehemiah, a king’s cupbearer; Daniel, a prime minister; Luke, a Gentile physician; Solomon, a king; Matthew, a tax collector; Paul, a Pharisee). 
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· Although it is a distinctly Jewish book, it was written in 3 languages:

· Old Testament – Hebrew & Aramaic 

· New Testament - Greek

· It was written on three continents - Asia, Africa and Europe.

· It was written in a great variety of literary types - history, law (civil, criminal, ethical, ritual, sanitary), religious poetry, didactic treatises, lyric poetry, parable and allegory, biography, personal correspondence, personal memoirs, diaries, and prophecies.

· It speaks to hundreds of controversial subjects with amazing harmony and continuity from Genesis to Revelation.  The one unfolding story is “God reaching out to save seeking people.”  
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The Bible Is Unique In Its Preservation & Translation

· It was originally written on papyrus, which perishes, so it had to be copied and recopied for hundreds of years before the invention of the printing press.  

· The Jews preserved the Old Testament like no other manuscript has ever been preserved with their method of keeping tabs on every letter, syllable, word and paragraph.  Special classes of men (massoretic scribes) had the sole occupation of copying, preserving and transmitting these documents with perfect detail - counting letters and syllables.  The accuracy of texts is more certain than those of Shakespeare from the 1600’s!

· It has more manuscript evidence than any ten pieces of classical literature (like Homer’s Iliad).  There are 8,000 manuscripts of the Latin Vulgate, and 1,000 for the Hebrew versions.  We have 4,000 Greek manuscripts of portions of the New Testament (and another 9,000 in other ancient languages).  

· With the exception of about 20 instances, the text of every verse in the New Testament is settled beyond dispute with scholars, and the variations that exist do not change the Bible’s doctrines.

· The Bible was the first book ever translated.  The Septuagint was the Greek translation of the Old Testament made in 250 B.C. during the Greek Empire.

· It has been translated and retranslated and paraphrased more than any other book in existence.  As of 1998, the Bible had been translated into 1486 languages!

· The Bible has been published in more languages over a longer period of time than any other book in human history.
The Bible Is Unique In Its Survival:

· The Bible has been attacked repeatedly and viciously like no other book.  Copies of the Apostles’ writings circulated despite mass martyrdom at the hands of the Roman Caesars. 

· Voltaire, the French philosopher of the 1700’s, made it his aim to destroy the Bible and wipe out Christianity within 100 years.  He had public burnings of Bibles and prosecutions of believers, but within 50 years of his death, the Geneva Bible Society used Voltaire’s house to publish Bibles!
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WELCOME!

How is your Bible distinctively different?  Is the Bible really God’s book?  Let’s take a look at some evidences that people did not write the Bible all by themselves.

PROPHECIES WITH 100% ACCURACY!

[image: image10.wmf]Scripture is the only volume ever produced by a group of men in which large bodies of prophecies relating to people, to cities, to nations, to all peoples of the earth, and to a coming supernatural Messiah are contained in great detail.  The conquest of Israel, the rise of the Babylonian, Persian, Greek and Roman Empires, etc., were all foretold.

Over 300 Old Testament prophecies concerning the Messiah, written before 450 B.C. were fulfilled in the person of Jesus Christ (4 B.C. to 29 A.D.).  Over 48 major prophecies were very clearly directed at the Messiah; no one else in history could “fit the shoe” so perfectly. This is not mere coincidence since the law of probability is overwhelmingly against it.  

A STATISTICAL MIND-BLOWER!

[image: image11.wmf]According to statisticians at MIT, if you take the eight prophecies concerning 1) the Bethlehem birth, 2) the preparatory ministry of John the Baptist, 3) the triumphal entry on a donkey, 4) the betrayal by a friend for 30 pieces of silver 5) who threw the money into the Temple, 6) the piercing of hands and feet, 7) the refusal to give a defense at trial, and 8) the crucifixion with thieves, the chances of these being fulfilled by one man is 1 in 100,000,000,000,000,000 (1 in 10 to the 17th power)!  

· If you had 1017 quarters, you could cover Texas 6” deep.  Mark one of those coins with red paint, put it somewhere in Texas, and send blind man to find it.  The chance that the red quarter will be the first coin he picks up is 1017.

· [image: image12.wmf]That’s just eight prophecies – what about the others!  For the 48 major prophesies to come true, the chances would be 10157 - that’s 157 zeros.  There is nothing else like Bible prophecy in any ancient or modern literature or in any other religion!
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AN UNREFUTED HISTORICAL RECORD!

The scientific community relies upon biblical accounts as accurate when it comes to archaeology.  From 1860-1960, it was doubted, but find after find confirms the biblical record!  Check out TIME magazine!

No other compilation of writings gives fifteen centuries of ongoing history that have never been proven inaccurate in any detail.  The Bible gives recorded history from Abraham in 2090 B.C. to King Zedekiah in 586 B.C. and then to the last days of Paul’s ministry in A.D. 64.

UNLIKELY TO BE FABLES OR FANTASY!

· The theme of the Bible does not glorify mankind – all other ancient religious writings do.  

· The basic story line of the Bible is mankind turning against God, our natural estrangement from Him, our inability to please Him or earn His favor through good or religious works, God’s choosing of a small nation through which to work (Israel), God’s becoming a Jewish man who came to die as an innocent substitute for us, and God’s seeking us out individually so that we might be forgiven and have eternal life.

· There is no final triumph of a human hero or of mankind like there are in fables and mythological writings.

· The sins of key characters are abundant, unlike any other ancient literature.  Admission against interest = credibility!

· All but four of the world’s major religions are philosophical systems; of the four based on personalities, only one claims that its founder rose from the dead and holds that faith and salvation are based upon a personal relationship with the resurrected founder.  

· No other religion is based upon salvation by faith without works.

SOME GUTSY CLAIMS!

·  All Scripture is “God-breathed,” that is, it is not a compilation of the thoughts of wise men; it is supernatural revelation, where God communicated truth to the Bible’s authors.  2 Timothy 3:16

· [image: image15.wmf]The human authors wrote down God’s revelation in response to being moved (borne along) by God’s Holy Spirit, so that they wrote it without error, and just as God wanted it said.  2 Peter 1:19-21.

· No one in Israel questioned Moses receiving God’s revelation when he wrote the Torah (the first five books of the Bible).  Other prophets and kings, who were proven to be God’s messengers, also had their writings received by Israel as God’s revelation.  The main authentication of these writings was that the prophecies came true!

· The 12 Apostles spoke the “word of God” (logos - message of God), which to them meant new revelation to be taken on equal footing with the Old Testament prophets.  Acts 4:31, Romans 10:17.  Paul quotes both Moses’ and Luke’s writings as “Scripture.”  1 Timothy 5:18. Peter said that Paul’s writings were “Scripture.” 2 Peter 3:16.
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THE WORD “TESTAMENT”

When we think of the word “testament,” we normally think of a Last Will and Testament.  Your last will is your desire upon your death.  A testament is a covenant with those you leave behind that they will carry out your desires.  As we’ll study later, God entered covenants with several people like Noah, Abraham, and King David, and with God’s own chosen people, Israel.  

Because Israel repeatedly broke that covenant, God promised a new one in the Book of Jeremiah (31:31-37).  Christians believe that Jesus set up that new covenant, or testament, when He died and rose again.  Hence the writings telling about Jesus’ life and teachings, and His last instructions to those who enter a covenant with Him are called the “New Testament.”  Although most Jewish people believe in a historical Jesus, they do not agree with His teaching or with the New Testament.

THE JEWISH BIBLE AND THE OLD TESTAMENT

The “Bible” of Jesus’ day was what we refer to as the Old Testament.  The Jewish Bible, called the Tenakh, has the same writings but they’re grouped differently (for instance, all of the minor prophets are one book).  The first five books of teachings are the Torah, the prophetic writings are the Neviim, and the writings are the Ketuvim – TNK – hence, Tenakh.  Jesus and His disciples were orthodox in their view that the Tenakh was God’s revealed word  - that it was perfect, and without error down to the very letter!

THE PENTATEUCH (THE TORAH)

The first five books of the Bible were written under the supervision of Moses.  In addition to being called the Torah; they’re also known as the Pentateuch (Pentad - five), or The Books of the Law.  These five books cover human history from the Creation (creation of man @ 4,000 to 5,000 B.C.) to the time when Joshua is ready to lead Israel into Palestine in about 1405 B.C.  (see the time chart).

THE HISTORICAL BOOKS

Joshua, Judges and Ruth record Israel first settling in Palestine (Canaan), getting comfortable, forgetting God, facing God’s discipline and returning to Him.  Ruth is a love story about King David’s great grandmother.  The Books of Samuel, the Kings and Chronicles record the rise and fall of Israel’s three kings – Saul, David and Solomon – and the division of Israel after being attacked in the north by Assyria, and in the south by Babylon (Chaldea).  The Jews escaped a holocaust under Esther, and returned from Babylon to set up the Temple (Ezra) and the walls (Nehemiah).

IN THE BEGINNING, GOD…  The Bible begins with a pre-existent and personal God who created all things by speaking them into existence.  It is interesting that the existence of God is presupposed.  Why do you suppose no argument is made?

… CREATED THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH.  The first verse of the Bible eliminates the concept that “matter” has always been.  The first chapter of the Bible also rules out the Theory of Evolution, particularly the evolution of mankind.  Why?

Read Hebrews 11:3.  

How was the universe formed?

What materials did God use to make it?

How do we know this is true?

YOU GOTTA HAVE FAITH!

The facts of Earth’s origin MUST be taken by faith.  Why?  What are the elements of the scientific method?

Since no human was at the creation, how it happened is a matter of faith!



Most people put their faith in the view for which they see the most evidence.  Since the scientific community embraced evolution 140 years ago, America’s schools slowly accepted “the faith” of scientists (who must know!) rather than the faith of the Judeo-Christian community.  Why?

In the last 80 years, the Judeo-Christian community began to split the Scripture, trusting it for things religious, but not science or history.  Now, while we move toward evolution, the evolutionists are abandoning the theory!

PROBLEMS WITH FAITH IN EVOLUTION

1. Evolutionary theory cannot explain the origin of matter. 

2. Evolutionary theory has come up with no scientific basis for the “spontaneous generation” of life.

3. Science’s Second Law of Thermodynamics holds that all things move from order to disorder, from structure to decay.  Evolution says the opposite must be true billions of time over.

4. Evolution gives no explanation for why our solar system exists the way it does, and why our planet is unlike all others.

5. Evolution gives no explanation for the fact that all laws of nature in the universe (gravity, centrifuge, molecular cohesion, etc.) are perfect for life on earth; any slight shift would end all life.

6. Geneticists have concluded that all of mankind came from one set of parents whom they call “African Adam and Eve.”

7. Although dinosaurs and other animals, plants and insects are extinct, the fossil record shows that they were created suddenly and died out suddenly.  The fossil record gives no evidence of “missing links” between the various life groups.

8. Real mutations happen too quickly (reptiles changing sex, skin tones mutating with exposure to sun, etc.).

9. Evolutionary theory is rigidly uniformitarian, saying that all things happen at the same rate, without cataclysmic events.  Thus, they can’t explain a pine tree growing through 2 million years of rock or a frozen dinosaur with fresh greens in its mouth.

10. Science and mathematics are have become disciplines that are anti-supernatural.  Things like “God” and “miracles” and “angels” can’t be tested repeatedly and can “just mess everything up.”

BIBLE = REALITY?

But the Bible seems so different from evolution!  Isn’t there evidence against what the Bible says?!  There are some trouble spots – stay tuned!!

While the Bible’s teaching is directly contrary to the evolution of mankind, many Christian scholars differ on the age of the earth, and what happened before mankind was created.

THE “YOUNG EARTH” CREATIONIST VIEW

Biblical Evidence For A Young Earth

1. Genesis 1 states that God created the heavens and the earth and took six days to bring form and function to it.   

2. The Sabbath day of rest is based on a literal 24-hour day (Exodus 20:11).

3. Genesis 1 repeatedly states (in vv. 5, 8, 13, etc.) that “mornings and evenings” made up the days, a phrase only used of 24-hour periods in Hebrew writings.  

4. Although the word “day” can be used of an age (“back in my day”), when a number is placed in front of “day” (such as 1st day, 2nd day) in any Hebrew literature, it means a literal 24-hour period.

5. If plants were created on the 3rd day, how could they survive “an age” without photosynthesis until the sun was created on the 4th day?

6. The language used in the passage is literal, not metaphorical or allegorical.

7. The geography of the area is known, not just legendary or allegorical.

8. The people (Adam and Eve) were literal people who, according to Jesus’ statement in Mark 10:6, were made in “the beginning” (not after 50 billion years).



9. God created things with “mature age.”  Adam and Eve were adults and the animals were created as older beings.  Why not rocks and stars?

10. Romans 5 states that Adam’s sin brought death.  If the days were ages, and there was no death until Adam, then no dinosaurs would have died natural deaths for millions of years.  By the time Adam came along, there would be no place to walk!

Scientific Evidence For A Young Earth

1. The biblical account can accommodate prehistoric life (dinosaurs) if one understands cataclysmic events, rather than uniformitarianism.

2. Biblical scientists can’t prove the age of the earth using scientific methods, and they don’t try.  But they can disprove the “billions” theory.

3. There is scientific evidence that the earth is not extremely old 

· The cores of the earth & moon would be cold after billions of years.

· Salt from land continually pours into the ocean.  The oceans are not salty enough for a billion year age.

· Helium from rocks escapes into the atmosphere.  The atmosphere has only 1/2000 of the helium it should for a billion year old earth.

· The moon is moving away from the earth now at ½ inch per year.  It would be long gone if the earth were a billion years old.

THE “OLD EARTH” CREATIONIST VIEWS

The Gap Theory

A few believers hold to the view that there is a silent gap of time between Genesis 1:1 and 1:2 during which the most powerful angel, Lucifer (now Satan) rebelled against God, was cast out of the Lord’s presence, and came down to destroy the first earth that had prehistoric plants and animals.  

The phrase “without form and void (empty)” is used only one other time in the OT of when a city had been destroyed, left in rubble and uninhabited after a war.  This theory would account fossils left after the cataclysm.  After the destruction, God “re-created” the surface of the earth.

The Day-Age Theory

A more popular view is that the “days” of Genesis 1 are really ages.  The idea is that the ancient Hebrews were too simple to understand evolution, so God gave them a simple story.  This view arose after Darwin (1860s) and seems to deny the literal interpretation of Scripture in order to accommodate what science is theorizing.  However, several arguments can be made:

· There could be no literal evening and morning without the sun and moon on the fourth day.  Thus, a “day” is a period of time.

· Since God does not dwell in time, a day is as a thousand years (Psalm 90:2-4, 3 Peter 3:8).

· Before God created Adam, He planted the Garden of Eden (Gen. 2:8-14) and made plants grow in it.  Seems like more than just a day.

· On the sixth day, Adam was created, given instructions about the garden, named all the animals and birds, felt lonely, was put to sleep and later awoke to find Eve – all in one day?
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TWO VIEWS OF GOD’S CREATION

Genesis 1:26-2:3 gives us the “macro” (broad) view of the creation of mankind, and Genesis 2:4-25 gives us a more detailed view.  Why?

EVIDENCE OF GOD’S PLURALITY

“Let us make man in our image.” (Genesis 1:26)  To whom is God speaking?  Man was made by one God and only in God’s image.  Man was not made in the image of animals or angels.  The Bible is clear that there is only one God (Deut. 6:4), but Genesis 1:26 is the first strong indication that God, as a single being, has the attribute of plurality.

THE HIGHLIGHT OF GOD’S CREATION

Adam and Eve were the highlight of God’s creation - created “in the image of God.”  What does that mean?  

1. We are not highly evolved animals; we were created separately and specially, one at a time (animals - 1:24-25; man 1:26-27), 

2. Some see man’s three parts (soul, body and spirit) corresponding with the trinity (Father-mind, Son-body, and Spirit-spirit). 

3. Mankind is made in God’s image since we are:

· Intelligent (calculating)

· Rational (reasoning)

· Creative (inventive and artistic)

· Communicative (of ideas in languages)

· Dominant over all other creatures (1:28-30)

EVEN GOD TAKES A REST

God never lacks strength, but in Genesis 2:1-3, God finished His creative work and on the seventh day He rested.  Why?  We can see throughout Scripture that He did it as a pattern for us and for the land – we all need periodic rest.

Verse 3 states that He sanctified this seventh day.  To sanctify means to be set apart as special, distinctive or different – separated in kind, not in place.  It has almost the same meaning as “holy.”  God wants His people to be sanctified – distinctively different from the rest of the world that doesn’t know God.  God also sanctified the seventh day as a day of rest.  The word “Shabbat” or _____________ means rest.  It is a creation principle never retracted by God.





THE MAN – THE WOMAN – THE MARRIAGE

Man is dirt and the breath of God (2:7).  All of the chemical elements in our bodies are also found in the ground.  The first man’s name was Adam, which means “man.”  Life began in a garden; Adam’s first job was to name the animals (2:19), then to work the garden and care for it (2:15).  Thus, work is NOT a result of the curse, but is yet another way man is made in God’s image.

What was the one thing in the Garden that was “not good?”  (see Genesis 2:18).  _______________________________.  God gave Adam a “suitable helper” from his side to be by his side.  She was created from him and for him (see 1 Corinthians 11:7-9).

CHOICE AND SELF-WILL

GOOD NEWS IN THE CURSE?

Genesis 3:15 is an interesting verse!  Certainly most women don’t like snakes!  

· Notice first that the enmity (hostility) is between the serpent’s offspring and the offspring of the woman (not the woman and man).

· The verse moves to the singular – “he will crush your head, and you will strike/bruise his heel.”  It seem that the rivalry will come down to an event involving one man!

· The rabbis see this as the first proclamation of a coming Messiah!
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THE FIRSTBORN KILLS THE SECOND BORN! 

Read Genesis 4:1-8.  Wow!  It didn’t take very long to see just how bad sinfulness could get!  We don’t know much about Abel, but he is mentioned first in the Bible’s “Hall of Faith” – Hebrews 11:4.

ISN’T GOD BEING UNFAIR?

It doesn’t seem right that God would like Abel’s offering but not Cain’s.  Cain was a farmer, not a shepherd, and was doing the best he could … wasn’t he?

Abel was not playing “pin the tail on the donkey” here, somehow hoping that God would be happy.  He was obeying what God had told the whole first family to do – to offer up a sacrificial animal to cover their sins.  When God saw that their sins were covered, He had fellowship with them and they were happy. 

CAIN’S ERROR

So now the whole story makes sense!  Cain decided that he would come to God in his own way – a different way but full of religious sincerety – that he would make God more relevant to his way of life as a farmer.  After all, there has to be more than one way to God!  We each have to make our own way to God, don’t we?



When Cain learned that his way was wrong and that he simply needed to obey God, he still refused to change his heart and became angry and jealous.  God warned him and invited him back (Genesis 4:7).




ANIMAL SACRIFICES?  YUCK!

Animal sacrifices sound pagan and superstitious to us.  Why did Adam and Eve and their sons do this?  Obviously, these sacrifices began right after Eden – it was not something that mankind developed over time when they didn’t know who God was.

SOMETHING CAN DIE IN MY PLACE

So, because of God’s love and compassion for us, He made a way for us to be saved from death.  He permitted the use of a substitute sacrifice.  Just as the skin of the animal covered their bodies, God said that the blood of the animal would cover their sins.  God said it.  They believed it and obeyed, trusting that God would view them as righteous people, even though they were sinful.

Now remember, back in the old days, they killed and gutted animals all the time, so they were used to that.  But they used every part of the animal normally.  In a sacrifice, you would take one of your best lambs, place your hands on the head of the animal, confess your sins, slit its throat, and burn the animal up.  It was a total waste – the life of a precious animal gone because of my sins.

WHAT HAPPENED TO CAIN?

Gnensis 4:9-15 tells us what happened to Cain.  Notice that God comes asking questions, like He did with Adam.  Why?

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THE TWO CLANS

Genesis 4:16-24 tells us about the descendants of Cain, and Genesis 4:25-5:32 tells us a little about the descendants of Seth, who was born after Abel had been murdered.  Cain began an ungodly line; Seth began the godly line in Genesis 4:26 (not that everyone in the clan was good). 

Cain left the area near Eden and moved eastward with his family toward Nod (meaning “wandering”), near modern Iran and down to the Persian Gulf.  It is believed that all of these “pre-historic” civilizations were located between the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers – Mesopotamia.

THE PRE-HISTORIC ERA

Archaeological research and excavation did not begin in earnest in the Middle East until the 1870s.  Before then, Bible cultures and characters were mysterious and detached - now we have a lot of information to fill in details of the world in which they lived.  Archaeologists divide Old Testament history into four basic ages: 1) Prehistoric, 2) Bronze Age, 3) Iron Age, and 4) Hellenistic Age.

The era between Eden and the Flood is called “prehistoric” because there are no surviving writings and no mention of a king or dynasty, etc.  What we have from that era are painted pottery, multi-colored wall paintings, copper and metal tools, plastered figurines, vaulted roofs, rock cisterns for water, wheeled wagons.  The Bible tells us that some were known for their skill:

Noah’s Flood

HOW DID THEY DO IT?

These people lived a long time.  How?  Scientists suggest that, prior to the flood of Noah’s day, the earth was covered with a vapor canopy 5-10,000 feet thick (the watery heavens).  Genesis 2:5-6 tells us that there was no rain and a mist went up from the ground.  The rainbow (sunlight shining through vapor) first appeared to mankind after the flood (Genesis 9:12-13).  Thus, before the Flood, the vapor canopy would have blocked out direct sunlight and ultraviolet radiation, creating the climate necessary for the dinosaurs to live and for humans to live a long time.

If we put Adam and Eve at 4,000 BC, then the Flood would have taken place in about @ 2400 BC.  There are no ancient writings prior to this time.

Titles and Names of God


In most English translations of the Old Testament, you will find the words God and Lord, but you will also find GOD and LORD. 





That’s because they are translations of different Hebrew words:





God = Elohim (Strong One)


Lord = Adonai (Master)


GOD/LORD = Jehovah (“I Am Because I Am” or the Self-existent One)





There are many other names for God that we’ll look at later.





GOD’S NAMES MEAN SOMETHING!





What does your name mean?  To the Hebrews, a name meant something, and often they would give a name to a child reflecting family circumstances or the child’s characteristics.





In Genesis 1, God is referred to as ___________, which means “the Awesome Powerful One.”  It is really a title, not a name.





In Genesis 2, God is referred to as ___________ (Yahweh or “LORD God” in English).  This is the actual name of God, a name not known to Adam or Noah or Abraham.  God first told his name to Moses who later began to write Genesis.  Moses used the name Yahweh when God was relating to man in a personal way.  Thus, Genesis 2 gives us a more intimate view.

At times, we will come to passages that don’t seem to make sense.  Ezekiel 28 is one of those passages.  It contains a lament for the king of a city, but it mentions that he was the perfect, anointed cherub who served in God’s presence and was present in the Garden of Eden!





Thus, many scholars will accept this passage as a “double reference” – it had a figurative meaning for the human king, but was also referring more literally to Lucifer.
