In Genesis 18:1-8, we see Abraham showing some great hospitality.  His nephew, Lot, does the same thing in 19:1-2.  In their day, a person’s reputation was largely connected to his or her hospitality.

In verses 16-33, God decided to test Abraham by revealing that he was concerned about bad reports coming to him about Sodom.  It is interesting that God was going there to test the men of the city.  God is patient.

Abraham apparently knew about the wickedness and guessed that big judgment would come.  What did Abraham do?

Did God rebuke Abraham for this mediation?




THE SODOM PROBLEM

According to Genesis 19:1-3, the angels arrived in Sodom in the evening and met Lot.  Where was Lot?  Why is that significant?

According to verses 4-9, what did the men of the city do?  What was Lot’s counter-proposal?

According to verses 10-13, what did the angels do to the men?  What did they say to Lot?
